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Habitat families receive their home through an affordable, low-
interest mortgage with no family paying more than 30% of their
monthly income toward their mortgage payments. Families in Habi-
tat’s program are required to volunteer 500 hours of sweat equity
working alongside community volunteers to build their future home.
In order to prepare for homeownership, families take a required first
time homebuyer course, as well as courses on financial literacy, bud-
geting, and home maintenance.

29 homes for families in Niagara Falls and North Tonawanda. To cre-
ate homeownership opportunities for low-income families, Niagara
Area Habitat subsidizes the cost of homes through donations (both
monetary and materials) and volunteer labor. Families that pur-
chase homes through our program are required to first contribute
500 hours of “sweat equity” as their down payment, working along-
side community volunteers to construct their home and the houses
of other families in the program.
