WHEREAS, cases of COVID-19 have
been documented in Erie County, and
both travel-related cases and community
contact transmission of COVID-19 have
been documented in New York State and
more are expected to continue;
WHEREAS, the Governor has declared
a Disaster Emergency in the State of
New York and the County Executive has

declared a State of Emergency for Erie
County; and;

WHEREAS, I previously declared a local
state of emergency within the Town of
Grand Island, effective on March 16,
2020, April 15, 2020, and May 15, 2020,
and such proclamations were effective for
